MVBC 3 on 3 Rules
Regular basketball rules apply, however the following rules are specific for this tournament. 
Teams
· Teams will consist of a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 4 players.

· Teams consisting of boys and girls will participate in the boys division.
· Each team can have a maximum of 2 representative players. Representative players are those who have been selected to a WP or SA team within the age category they have entered.
Time

· Each game has 20 minutes of running playing time

· At the end of 20 minutes, whichever team is leading will win the game.

· Should the game be tied the teams will enter into a shoot out. 3 players from each team will take 1 shot and the team which ends with the most made shots will win the game

· Should the teams still be tied at this stage, they will enter a sudden death shootout. 

Space

· The games will be played on half of a traditional volleyball court
· The ball needs to be checked with the opposing team before each play starts

· When the ball goes out of bounds, the play will always restart at the top of the court

· Each time the ball changes possession the ball needs to be cleared outside the ‘clearance line’
Points
· All shots made in free play will count 2 points.

· All free throws will count 1 point

Fouls

· When a player is fouled and they are not in the act of shooting, their team will gain possession of the ball and the game will restart at the top of the court.
· Should the player be in the act of shooting, the player will get 1 free throw and their team will keep the ball.

· Should the player be followed in the act of shooting and score – the points will count, the player will get 1 free throw and their team will keep the ball.
· At no point will a player ‘foul out’ of the game. However if an official believes that a player is constantly fouling intentionally and not within the spirit of the game – the official will give the player a warning. Should the player continue with this behaviour the official will remove the player from the game and the fourth person in the team will be forced to play. 

Substitutions

· When a player would like to sub into the game they must notify the official

· The official will only allow the substitution to take place once the ball is ‘dead’ and there is a break in play.
